This pro-
gram was developed as an 
off-the-wall humorous 
mythical place where people 
had no (traceable) names 
and the exhibits did not in-
volve animals. The Zoo was 
where people could use the 
radio to their advantage by 
expressing who they truly 
were with magical anonym-
ity. 
 
 THE SHOW 
 A live show broadcast 
Monday through Friday, in 
prime time, The Evening 
Zoo in the Country mixes 
the best of country music 
with the wild and sometimes 
wacky antics of its host, 
Cory Daniels, and a menag-
erie of crazy characters, silly 
sketches, fast paced follies 
and audience input.

 As one you can always find 
on the Top Shelf, never on 
the rail, co-host Jack 
Daniels is uniquely qualified 
to select a premier, rare or 
just darn expensive song of 
the week. Jack gives a story, 
plays the song and then 
chases it with his Top Shelf 
Drink of the Week, a recom-
mendation to order while 
you are out on the town.

ONLY . 
 
 *Jackass Cage 
 
 Each Monday on the Eve-
ning Zoo in the Country we 
pick a candidate for the 
Jackass Cage. This can be a 
group, cause, individual or 
situation so outrageous that 
it brays to be locked up. 
Nominated by our listeners, 
we will bring public ridicule 
and a special certificate to 
the deserving donkey, and a 
small amount of delicious 
satisfaction to the chosen 
offended.

 You can dial in to us using your exist-
ing ISDN line. 
 
 We are also familiar with Smart 
Broadcasting systems and editing pro-
grams such as Cool Edit and Tedwin 
(Editor Plus), Shoutcast, DRS 2006

utes 4 times an hour.  The 4 
breaks occur at :10, :20, :40 
& :50.   You supply us with 
the MP3 and we can plant 
them in or we can set it up, 
where we send it to you to  
fill.  (Spot break times can be 
customized.)

A graduate of 
Brown College (formerly Brown Institute), Danger worked as a producer for KDWB, the top radio 
station in Minneapolis, before he turned to television.  He has hooked up with Cory Daniels in his 
latest business venture, as Vice President, with SoundtraX Express, LLC.

Zoo in the Country” syndicated radio show.  Currently Tommy has been working on launching a new 
country music television show  this Summer called “Hog Tied TV.”

 Cory Daniels’ career in broadcasting emerged through circuitous turns of events 
that are as unique as the imaginative “Evening Zoo” that put him on the map of 
airwaves.  Cory attended Brown College (formerly Brown Institute,) and launched 
a career in radio broadcasting.  Initial broadcasting jobs in markets in Montana 

paved the way for an ambitious Cory to hit a field of 100,000 watts less than two years out of school.  
The station provided a fertile ground for Cory’s imagination, as the  Program Director had an open 
ear to his idea for “The Evening Zoo in the Country.”  Cory was at the helm of “The Zoo.”  Again, 
ready for a change, he moved to a new market and began program directing and running Morning 
Shows. 
 
By 1998, with a string of successes in broadcasting in his pocket, he formed the Mobile Disc Jockey 
Entertainment Company, under the name SoundtraXpress.  In March of 2005, however, Cory decided 
it was time to put the Evening Zoo back on the air.  He changed the company name to SoundtraX 
Express, LLC and hired local music impresario Tommy Danger as Operations Manager/Music Direc-
tor. 
 
Together, Cory and Tommy have been working on major productions for the company, such as “Hog 
Tied TV” which is tentatively set to air in mid to late July of 2007.  Having built studios, Cory and 
Tommy began the syndication process for “The Evening Zoo in the Country” and have since signed 
under the umbrella of American Country Radio Network.
